Tracking of waste begins at the point of generation and 
continues until the point that waste is taken away by a 
contractor. The system then ensures that the contractor 
remits a certificate or confirmation of disposal.   
 
HazMat T&T® ensures as much as possible a complete 
audit trail and history relating to all internal movement of 
waste.  The movement of waste and all its details are 
recorded into a waste history database where it is avail-
able for system enquiries/reports. 
 
The system is supplied complete with the data on over 
30,000 chemicals, their properties and their coding, in-
cluding applicable health and safety information. 
 
HazMat T&T® can cater for multiple sites within a group 
on a single system, complete with inter-site waste trans-
fers, including full manifest documentation if the waste is 
transported by public road. 
 
The data from multiple HazMat T&T® systems can be 
consolidated together for group reporting purposes. 
  
Given appropriate security clearance external users can 
have access to web based features to enquire on waste 
and waste shipments. This can be useful for authorities 
in emergency situations or useful for auditors in the 
event of an inquiry.

Using European Waste Catalogue and/or UN waste classifications for identify-
ing waste HazMat T&T

®
 can print a full color label for waste, including hazard 

symbols where necessary. 
 
Integration with weighing scales and other computer systems ensure that waste 
quantities are input into the system as accurately and efficiently as possible. 
 
HazMat T&T

 checks that only compatible classifications of waste are  

combined together, 
thereby ensuring as 
much as possible that 
waste is properly  
segregated. 

 Barcoded labels or RF Tags (RFID) are used to identify waste, 
while mobile computers with integrated barcode or RFID read-
ers are used to track the movement of waste reporting all activ-
ity directly back to the HazMat T&T

®
 server where it is available 

for inquiry and reporting. 
 
Container loading of waste is recorded into HazMat T&T

®
, 

which can be used for the generation and printing of manifest 
documentation for the shipment, optionally the customer can 
allow their waste contractor to print the documentation.
